Living in Michigan poses a higher threat than most states for the potential of trage-
dies in water. This is because of our numerous swimming pools, ponds, and lakes in
our Great Lakes State.fact, in Michigan, drowning is the number two reason for
the unintentional death of children fourteen and under.

Always remember to NEVER ever leave a child unattended while in water, even if i
is for a second. Always have some sort of adult supervision, and never put anather
child in charge of another. In fact, taking a swim with them is a great way to kegp an
eye on them and cool yourself off in the hot summer weather.

Other possible ways to protect your child is to have them wear a bright bathjng suit
and make sure to lock the gates to the pool when you are not using it.

One of the best ways to keep children safe in the water is by enrolling them|in
swimming lessons. In addition to private classes, masyafiirorganizations, such
as your local YMCA, routinely offer swim lessons to the public.
